Engines
Caterpillar Acert C 9 x 2  575hp with Twin Disc MGX5065A gearbox, electronic troll, Twin Disc EC300 control system, CAT Messenger displays and CAT gauges, water cooled exhaust elbow, crankshaft pulley 3 groove fitted to one engine, gearbox PTO fitted to one engine, 24V electrics, 110A alternator and commissioning  by Finning UK - engine colour white, engine alarms and Caterpillar engine gauges as supplied by manufacturer.
Hull and Superstructure 
Vinylester to hull moulding, epoxy treatment to bottom before antifouling, stainless steel rubbing strip fitted in fender section, Teak to transom (varnished), Teak toe-rail capping, teak to side-decks and cockpit sole, cockpit steps and locker tops.
The hull was completely painted professionally, under cover, with AWLGRIP dark blue in 2010 with white boot-line and antifouling, the white wheelhouse gelcoat was professionally polished, the inlaid teak and varnished transom was completely stripped to bare wood and re-varnished with 13 coats, all remaining teak on front, side and cockpit decking etc. was sanded and 13 coats of high quality Epifanes applied in 2010,

Exterior Stainless Steel

Exterior handrails to forward coach-roof , Exterior handrails wheelhouse coach-roof , grab-rail to aft end of wheelhouse wings with green tinted glass panel, hinge down spruce timber mast, stem-head carrier with stainless steel bow protector plate, one pair of super-yacht full length mooring cleats to fore deck, two pairs of pop up mooring cleats to side deck, one pair of bollard type mooring cleats to aft deck, three fairleads to bow, chafing plates, centre bollard to foredeck, boarding platform with stainless steel with teak grating and stainless steel swim ladder.
